@Do not place your fingers in the gaps. Pay special attention to children and ensure they do not assemble or store the chair.

@Always fully open the chair and ottoman before use.

@When using the product, be cautious of clothing or metal accessories that may get caught and potentially cause an unexpected accident. Please be extremely careful.

@Do not use the product in awkward positions or engage in the following actions, as this could cause it to tip over, leading to injury or damage. Please be especially
cautious with children regarding the following actions:
+Sitting at an angle with weight concentrated in one spot *Standing on the product -Jumping on the product Sitting down forcefully
+Sitting at the edge of the seat -Sitting on the armrests -Sitting sideways ‘Leaning over the armrests ‘Leaning backward against the backrest, etc.

@The chair should only be used for sitting. The ottoman should only be used as a footrest.

@Do not apply impact or shake the chair, as this may cause deformation or damage. Additionally, since the seat is structurally low, be especially careful, as sitting
can easily place a large load on the seat.

@Always ensure that children use the product under adult supervision. Failure to do so may result in an unexpected accident or injury.

@This product is designed for use by one person only. Do not use it with two or more people. Doing so may result in damage or cause the product to tip over.

@If the product is subjected to impact, the metal fittings may deform, which can interfere with opening and closing it. Please handle with care.

@The aluminum frame has been treated with a colored anodized finish (anodized coating). If the chair comes in contact with or rubs against hard or sharp objects,
it may lead to scratches and expose the underlying material.

@This product is not designed for permanent use as a chair, ottoman, or cushion cover. Please be aware that prolonged exposure to sunlight may cause the
anodized legs, fabric, and wooden parts to fade or deteriorate more quickly.

@The color may transfer to other objects due to water or sweat. Please handle with appropriate care.

@If the chair comes in contact with hard or sharp objects, it may be scratched.

@When transporting, be careful not to snag the seat cushion on any protruding objects.

@Store it in a dry place.

[Armrests]

eThe armrests are made from natural materials. The variations in color and texture are unique to each piece. Enjoy the natural color and texture.

olf the product is left in the rain or exposed to moisture for an extended period of time, moisture may penetrate the coating, leading to stains, discoloration, warping,
distortion, or mold.

olf the coating on the armrest is damaged, it may absorb moisture more easily, leading to stains, discoloration, warping, distortion, or mold.

eThe surface of the armrest may fade or become discolored with use. Additionally, fading or discoloration may accelerate if the temperature rises in specific areas.

eThe armrest of this product may warp, distort, or crack depending on the usage and storage conditions. Do not store or use this product in locations exposed to
direct heat from heaters, prolonged direct sunlight, or inside a car during summer.

eDo not leave the armrest of this product in the rain or in a humid location. Prolonged exposure to moisture may cause stains, discoloration, and warping as the
moisture penetrates the material. If it becomes wet, allow it to dry naturally in a well-ventilated, shady area.

eDo not subject it to sudden temperature changes. Otherwise, deformation or cracking may result.

olf the product cracks, discontinue use immediately.

olf moisture or food fats get on the armrest, wipe it off immediately. If left unattended, it may stain. Be especially careful with food fats and dark-colored substances
such as wine and coffee.

@If dirt or dust adheres to the armrests, regularly wipe them with a cloth soaked with water, then lightly wipe them with a dry cloth.

@As the armrest discolors, small cracks may form on the surface of the teak. These surface cracks naturally occur due to the slight expansion and contraction of
the teak. They will not damage the internal structure of the teak, so they will not affect its strength or durability.

@The armrest may warp, distort, or crack depending on the usage and storage conditions.

[Cushion]

eDo not use the cushion without its cover, and do not use it with a cover from another product.

eStoring it while wet may lead to mold, unpleasant odors, color transfer, deterioration, and discoloration. Allow it to dry thoroughly before storing.

eDue to the nature of the fabric, pilling may occur.

eWhen sitting on this product, be careful if you are wearing sharp objects, such as jewelry. Doing so may cause the fabric to tear or develop holes

eStoring the cushion in a forcibly bent or compressed state may cause the filling to shift and become unevenly distributed.

eOnly the cushion cover is washable. However, please hand wash it only; do not use a washing machine or dryer.

@Before using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the
product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair. @To maintain the seat cushion in good condition,
use a brush or vacuum cleaner to remove dust and debris from the mesh. @If the seat cushion becomes stained with coffee, alcohol, or
other substances, dilute neutral detergent with hot water to about 3 to 5%, soak a soft cloth in the solution, lightly wring it out, and gently
tab the surface to clean it. After that, wipe off the detergent thoroughly using a cloth and allow the cushion to air dry in the shade. @After
use, be sure to thoroughly remove any dirt, moisture, and other residues. @Store the product in a well-ventilated area, away from high
temperatures and humidity. @If the product makes creaking noises, check for loose bolts and apply lubricating oil to the bolts. When
doing so, be careful not to let the oil drip and stain the fabric. If you are unsure how to proceed, please contact Snow Peak Customer
Service to request an inspection or repairs.

[Armrests] @To remove dirt from the armrests, use a cloth soaked in diluted neutral detergent to clean the surface, then wipe off the
detergent thoroughly using a cloth soaked in water. Then, lightly wipe the product using a dry cloth and allow it to dry in the shade.
[Cushion] @When washing the cushion cover, remove the cushion from the zipper at the location shown in the figure. Only the cushion
cover can be washed. @To wash the cushion cover, gently hand wash it and dry it in the shade in a well-ventilated area. Do not leave it
wet.
