Instructions for Use

(DPlace the Fire-Resistant Mat inside the lid of the incense holder and set it on a flat, stable surface.
(2Take out one incense stick, light the tip, and wait until the flame goes out.
®Gently place the incense on the Fire-Resistant Mat. Incense
xDo not use more than three sticks at the same time. If using multiple sticks, place them with
sufficient space between each one.
(@After use, ensure the holder has cooled completely before discarding the ash directly into
a trash bag. Be sure to remove any remaining ash on the Fire-Resistant Mat as well.
(®Secure all items together with the included strap for storage. Fire-Resistant Mat
xStoring the incense in a sealed bag or container will help preserve its fragrance longer.

Maintenance

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact
Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair. eAfter use, clean any residue from the inside using a mild dish detergent and a soft sponge. Be sure to dry it
thoroughly. Residue may become difficult to remove if left for an extended period. eWhen cleaning the product, do not use abrasive materials such as scrubbing pads,
cleansers, or polishing powder, as they may cause scratches. elf the product will not be used for an extended period, clean thoroughly to remove any dirt, dry completely,
and store properly.eStore in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.
