@ Before using the product, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair. @ This
product is a bottle exclusively designed for coffee brewing. Do not use the product for any purpose other than its intended use. @ Store out of the reach of infants and small children. Also,
if a child is using the product, do not allow them to handle it alone.

/M CAUTION Misuse could result in injury to the user and/or damage to property.

@ Be sure to wash it thoroughly before using it for the first time. @ Never put the following items in this product. If the internal pressure increases, it may prevent the cap from being
opened, the beverage may spray out, or the cap may break and scatter. In such cases, there is a risk of injury to the user or significant secondary damage. (O Dry ice, carbonated
beverages @ milk, dairy beverages, fruit juices, and other beverages prone to spoilage ® citrus fruits @ Do not use it with citrus beverages, as the terpenes in citrus peels may cause
the bottle body to degrade. @ Do not use MCT oil in this product. Doing so may cause the bottle body to break. * MCT refers to medium-chain triglyceride oil, which is an ingredient of
coconut oil, etc. @Do not use plastic wrap. It may stick to the bottle body and become difficult to remove. @ The bottle body and cap, as well as the cap and strainer, are designed to fit
together. Be sure to check that they are securely tightened. Otherwise, it may cause water leakage. @ Be sure to check that the cap gasket is attached correctly. Also check that the cap
is securely fastened. (Otherwise, the contents may leak and stain objects.) @ The heat-resistant temperature of this bottle body is 100°C. Do not place this product near heat sources
such as combustion lanterns, stoves, or heaters, or near open flames such as matches, candles, lighters, or cigarettes. In addition, never heat this product. Doing so may cause a
personal injury or product damage. @ Do not apply excessive force to the strainer from the outside. Doing so may cause damage. @ Do not shake this product or subject it to excessive
vibrations. The liquid inside may boil over. @ Do not put this product into a dishwasher or dryer. Doing so may cause deformation or discoloration of the main body. @ Be sure not to fill
the beverage above the MAX capacity line. Doing so may cause the beverage to overflow when you attempt to tighten the cap. @ Before pouring a beverage, always check the bottle
body spout position. Pouring in the incorrect direction may result in liquid spillage. Please exercise great care when using this product. @ Use this product in a stable location. Using the
product in an unstable location may cause it to tip over or fall, leading to unexpected injuries or damage. @ When opening the cap, hold it horizontally and open it slowly without shaking.
Otherwise, the contents may leak, which may lead to further damage. @ When carrying this product while it contains a beverage, be sure to turn the bottle body upside down to check
that there are no leaks. @ When carrying this product while it contains a liquid, keep it in an upright orientation. Otherwise, the contents may leak, which may lead to further damage. @
When carrying this product by hand, do not hold the handle. Doing so may cause the product to fall or the contents to leak. @ Please note that repeated use of the bottle for coffee, tea,
etc. may cause the interior or the gasket to become discolored. @ Due to its design, condensation will form on this product when cold beverages are poured into it due to the temperature
difference with the surrounding air. This may cause other objects to become wet and lead to further damage, so pay attention when handling this product. @ If this product will not be
used for a long period of time, loosen the cap to protect the gasket from deforming before storing the product. @ Do not freeze this product with a beverage inside it. Doing so may cause
the beverage to expand and the bottle to burst. Also, if you are placing the product containing a hot beverage in a refrigerator, let the beverage cool down in advance. @ When pouring
beverages into the product, the bottle body will become hot, so be careful not to get burned. @ When pouring hot beverages, please handle this product over a sink or similar surface,
as it may be dangerous if it tips over. Also, when carrying the bottle body, let it cool down in advance. @ When you pour hot beverages in it, the bottle body may expand. This is due to
changes in the air pressure inside the bottle. When adding a hot beverage, be sure to remove the cap and allow the contents to cool down before replacing the cap. @ When the tempera-
ture of the beverage inside the bottle drops, the internal pressure decreases, and it may become difficult to open the cap. If the cap does not open, pour hot water on the outside of the
bottle to warm it up. This will make it easier to open the cap. @ If the coffee grounds or tea leaves are too fine, they may escape through the holes in the strainer. @ Do not subject the
bottle to strong impacts such as tipping, dropping, or hitting. Doing so may cause damage or leakage.* This product is manufactured from Tritan material, which is highly impact-resistant,
however, it may break if subjected to strong impacts. @ When storing the product horizontally, ensure that the cap and bottle body, as well as the cap and strainer, are securely fastened.
@ Do not leave it in high-temperature areas, such as inside a car under the hot sun. @ Do not leave it for long periods with beverages, coffee grounds, or tea leaves inside. Doing so
may cause spoilage or discoloration. @ Prolonged exposure to strong light, such as direct sunlight, may cause the product to deform. @ Do not leave the product wet (this may cause
odor and stains). @ Be careful when making flavored coffee with a strong aroma, as the scent may transfer to the silicone rubber gasket. @ Attach the strainer to the cap before placing
it in the bottle body. @ Please note that if you tilt the bottle body suddenly when pouring, liquid may come out of the spout forcefully.

Instructions for Use

H How to set the strainer

Remove the cap, (Malign the protrusion of the strainer with the groove of the cap,
and @rotate it half a turn to attach or remove it. You will hear a click when the
strainer is securely attached. The bottom cap of the strainer can be opened and
closed using a screw-on mechanism. When brewing, check that the bottom cap is
tightly fastened.

@Slowly tilt the main body about five times to
thoroughly soak the coffee grounds.
* Do not shake the main body.

®Let it brew in a refrigerator for approximately
eight hours. This brewing time period is a
guideline, so adjust it to suit your preference.

®When pouring, rotate the cap 90° (194°F) until it
clicks, then pour the liquid into a mug.

/\ CAUTION Please drink your cold brew coffee as
soon as possible. Even if it is stored in
a refrigerator, bacteria may grow and
cause deterioration.

Maintenance

@ When using the product after not using it for a long period of time, inspect it and make sure that there are no abnormalities in each part. If you find any abnormalities, stop using the
product immediately and contact the retailer where you purchased the product or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repairs.

@ Regarding daily care of this product, wash using a soft sponge and mild detergent. Do not use cleansers, metal scrubbers, or polishing powders.

@ Removing the bottom cap of the strainer makes it easier to clean.

@ Remove any dirt as soon as possible after use and dry thoroughly before storing.

@ If the product is heavily stained, use diluted household bleach. In that case, be sure to follow the handling instructions for the household bleach. Rinse the bleach thoroughly with water.

@ Soaking plastic products and metal strainers in household bleach for long periods will reduce their durability, so limit exposure to a short time period.

@ Do not put this product into a dishwasher or dryer. Doing so may cause deformation or discoloration of the main body.
