with vehicle traffic. #When using as a table, do not place hot items directly on the surface. ltems may slip
off and cause burns.

eBefore use, inspect the product to ensure there are no abnormalities. Pay special attention to the
bags and check for any loose stitching. If any issues are found, immediately discontinue use and
contact the retailer where the product was purchased or our customer service for inspection or
repair. eDo not allow children to assemble or play without adult supervision. Fingers may get
caught in gaps between parts or cords, and actions like stepping on the board or careless throwing
can cause unexpected injuries. eDo not use the product other than the intended purpose. Failure

to do so may result in damage to the product or user. Do not use in extreme weather conditions.
Strong winds or storms could cause uncontrolled movement of the board or bags, posing a danger.
eAvoid using on uneven ground or near obstacles where there is a risk of tripping. Make sure to
play in a safe area away from others, as throwing too hard or outside the play area may cause
injury. eDo not put the bags in your mouth.

e Cornhole Rules

© Starting Position
Players begin by standing behind the marker.

© Winning Condition
The first player to reach 11 points wins the game.

O Throwing xFeel free to adjust the rules or setup as needed.

Each player takes turns throwing 2 bags, alternating until all 4
bags have been thrown.

Attach the boards
with the arched
portion facing
outward.

© Scoring
- In the hole: 3 points
- On the board: 1 point
- Missed the board: 0 points

< Disassembly Instructions >
Disassemble in reverse order.

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service for
inspection or repair. eHand wash the bag as necessary. Do not machine wash or use a dryer. ePeriodically inspect product for signs of wear or damage, clean it with a damp cloth and mild soap if dirty, and
store it in a dry place away from direct sunlight.

© How to Calculate the Score

After all throws, calculate each player’s total score. Only the
player with the higher score earns points for the round.

The points awarded are the difference between the two
scores.

Example: Player A scores 6, Player B scores 4 — Player A
earns 2 points. xIf the scores are tied, no points are awarded.
