(®Remove the lamp shade from Battery enclosure .

(@Place the main unit on the palm of your hand with the top facing up. Grip the two
tabs on the outer edge with your fingers and turn it counterclockwise. (The main
unit will detach after turning approximately 20°.)

(®O0nce the main unit is detached, lift it slowly as shown in the diagram. (For
detailed removal instructions, please refer to the Mini Hozuki Lantern instruction
manual.)

(®Align the triangular mark on the lantern shade with the one on the top cover, then
rotate the top cover to attach it.

(®Check the orientation of the lantern shade - the side with the printed triangular
mark is the top - and insert the main unit from underneath the folded shade. At this
time, make sure that the arrow on the main unit aligns with the triangular mark on
the lantern shade.

(®Place the O-ring at the top of the lantern shade so that it sits securely around the @Gently pull around the bottom edge of the lantern shade to adjust its shape.
